1.  Status of Rights and Responsibilities document:

David Moon has reviewed the document and given the Committee excellent feedback. The document is under final review by the Campus legal office. After completing the legal review process, the Committee will present the document to the Associate Deans, Don Morley (relevant excerpts only), and finally to Faculty Assembly for approval as Campus Guidelines. The Committee anticipates completing this process by the end of the semester.
2.  Senior Instructor merit:

The motion from the Committee regarding Senior Instructor promotion amounts is under consideration in P&B. The Committee also anticipates working with Promotions and Benefits on the issue of uncompensated merit among the Senior Instructor ranks.

3.  Website:

The Committee is working on re-design of the NTTF website and has preliminary layout and content. Any implementation will be likely be deferred until the new website template is released for the CU System (anticipated shortly). The Committee is still investigating the method for updating and maintaining the NTTF website.

4.  LAS Developments:

The Dean’s Instructor Review Committee (DIRC) within LAS has been formed for the purpose of annual Instructor merit review. This committee is beginning its work of completing annual evaluations of LAS Instructors. An initial process has been established with the intent of creating a final process for review that will be used in subsequent years. The Committee is looking forward to working with concerned parties as this process moves forward and appreciates the efforts of Suzanne Cook and Ceil Malek in keeping the NTTF Committee informed of developments.
